! The agreed allocation of seats on the Council is 10 seats to the
African Group, 9 seats to the Asian Goup, 8 seats to the Western European and
QO hers Group, 7 seats to the Latin American and Cari bbean Group and 3 seats to
the Eastern European Group. Since the total nunber of seats all ocated
according to that fornmula is 37, it is understood that for the period 2001 to

2004 each regional group other than the Eastern European Group will relinquish
a seat in rotation as foll ows:
(a) in the first year (2001), Guyana will relinquish its seat in Goup

E on behalf of the Latin American and Cari bbean Group, which will occupy six
seats in that year;

(b) in the second year (2002), Malta will relinquish its seat in G oup
E on behalf of the Western European and OQthers G oup, which will occupy seven
seats in that year;

(c) in the third year (2003), Algeria will relinquish its seat in
Group E on behalf of the African G oup, which will occupy nine seats in that
year; and

(d) in the fourth year (2004), the Asian G oup will occupy eight
seats. The Asian G oup will nom nate the nmenber which will relinquish a seat

in 2004 in 2002.

2 United Kingdomis elected for a four-year termbut may relinquish its
seat in favour of France after two years if so requested.

8 South Africa will relinquish its seat in Goup Cto Zanbia in 2003 and
Gabon in 2004. After 2004, the seat would be open for election to any State
eligible to represent Group C on the Council
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4 Egypt was elected in 1998 for a four-year termon the understanding
that it would relinquish its seat at the end of 2000. However, Egypt will
continue to occupy its seat in Goup D for the renmninder of its four-year
term expiring on 31 Decenber 2002.

5 Gabon will serve as a nenber of the Council in Goup E for the period
2001 to 2003. In 2004, Gabon will occupy the seat in Goup C
